No sooner had Turkey lost WWI than the Armenian refugees started returning to their fatherland, 
Western Armenia and Cilicia. They, decimated by Armenocide, returned from the Arab deserts to 
their birthplace to embrace its past and fulfill the dream of Armenian statehood.

Most of the surviving Hadjentsis returned home, too, to restart their lives, which had been disrupted 
by the Genocide.

The end of WWI opened up new opportunities for the liberation of the surviving Armenians, and 
gave new impetus to the Armenian General Benevolent Union‘s relief and support efforts. Indeed, the 
AGBU, with new dynamism, continued its mission of liberating orphans and raising them. In this 
context it transferred its Damascus orphanage-hospice to Hadjin, to further energize the city, which 
was being reborn.

Yet, after a short-lived peaceful period, Hadjin was besieged, and after eight months of battles, 
Kemalist forces occupied the city and butchered its population, including the AGBU orphans. 

This volume is the odyssey of both the orphanage and Hadjin. It reflects the odysseys of all our 
homeland cities, towns and villages and their native inhabitants. The photos and portraits in this book 
narrate stories of hopes and dreams of tomorrows that never came....

By this token, and on the occasion of the 100th anniversary of the heroic resistance of Hadjin, 
on behalf of Hadjin and Hadjentsis worldwide, the Hadjin Compatriotic Union expresses its deep 
gratitude to the AGBU for the love, support and far-reaching relief it offered to Hadjin. Likewise, 
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the Union expresses its gratitude to the AGBU Cairo Chapter Central Committee for allowing the 
publication of this document, preserved in its archives.

We hope this volume further binds our new generations to the bright vision of our nation and its 
human mission of elevating humankind and making the world a better place for all.

Glory to all those who fell and could not stand up again, to all those who fought a heroic war of 
resistance, and glory to the reborn Armenian nation, which shaped its freedom and independence 
with overwhelming sacrifice.

Armistice, Sheltering the Orphans, Return to the Birthplace and Rearranging
The liberation of the Eastern Mediterranean by the Allied forces1 ushered in the return to their homes of the decimated 
Armenians exiled to the Arab deserts and hinterland.2 On November 11, 1918 the signing of the Armistice of WWI3 
inspired new hopes of returning home. The Allied forces reached the borders of Cilicia, although it was only in3 
early 1919 that the French occupied Adana and Sis.4 This, touched off a massive inflow of the uprooted Armenians, 
with the support of Armenian organizations as well as the political, financial and moral support of the occupying

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authorities. Both Beirut and Aleppo become the bridgeheads for return.5

The AGBU Cairo leadership, who had already experienced running a section of the Port Said refugee camp for the 
Musa Daghtsis, recognized the urgency of the liberation of the kidnapped, exiled, orphaned Armenian remnants 
and the need to gather and place them in safe shelters and refugee camps. This step taken towards changing their 
destiny from uprooting and exile was followed by efforts to secure provisions for survival and cooperation with 
the occupying authorities for their return to their homeland, particularly Cilicia, with the dream of proclaiming 
Armenian statehood. In this context, and in order to better address the educational concerns of the Port Said refugee 
camp, the AGBU Central Administrative Board (CAB) formed the Education and Orphancare Committee (EOCC) 6, 
entitling it to run the “Sisvan” school and orphanage with its 2200 orphans and students, which was located in the 
refugee camp.

In mid-October a meeting was convened in Cairo between the Armenian National Union (ANU), Near East Relief 
(NER) and EOCC representatives with the objective of seriously arriving to a consensus on organizing the aid work 
of the Armenian deportees in the newly liberated areas. The meeting, however, bears no fruit and the CAB works 
independently through the EOCC. As a result, after reshaping its orphan care mission, through the efforts of its 
superviser-delegate Mikayel Natanian, the AGBU gathers 162 orphans and reopens the AGBU Kelegian Orphanage 
in Dort Yol in August 1919. The EOCC, as it already has under its supervision the AGBU Damascus and Mersin 
orphanages, takes control of the orphanage.

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Home Return, to Hadjin Too

Irrespective of the effort for the liberation and return home of orphans, widows, the needy and the disabled, a mass 
of refugees had already started impulsively to return home.

The first group of Hadjentis returned to their birthplace on March 25, 1919 after an absence of some four and a half 
years.7 These – some 300 families – settle in the Surp Hagop monastery and the school next to it. The returnees find 
some 850-1000 old Armenian women, disabled, blind Handjentsis and children, families of Armenian conscripts, 
and Turkish refugees in the city. The city looks like an amphitheatre: a central area that is ruined, “turned to ashes”, 
surrounded by semi-destroyed homes, while the Turkish quarter stands on its feet. Out of the 4500 homes of Hadjin 
only 500 are standing.8 Alice Keep Clarke who in May had arrived in Hadjin, the only missionary station in Turkey 
that could be reached only by horse, notes: “One could imagine that this was Pompei… there is nothing to buy … the 
city has been picked clean, as if by crows… the residents are in a terrible state.” Bread, outfits, beds, homes, school, 
hospital were most needed. Craftsmen could not work because of the lack of tools.

On May 28, the first anniversary of the proclamation of the Republic of Armenia was celebrated. On the occasion 
the Sahag-Mesrobian school building was decorated with the Armenian flag.9

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With the repeopling of Hadjin, orphans who had taken shelter in nearby villages and other places took refuge 
in Hadjin, further complicating its socioeconomic, food and housing crisis. In May, on average some 20 people, 
including children, lived in every available home. The population of the city reached 6000 in July while there were 
some 60,000 Turks living in the region.10 The agricultural season was over, and there was no chance of preserving 
food for the winter season, while the Turks had destroyed almost all the surrounding vineyards. Though a tenth of 
the crop taxed for 1919 was allocated to the Hadjin refugees, only a part of this was transported to the city, further 
aggravating shortages of food and shelter for the winter .11 Clarke argued that “though it was expected that in time 
living conditions in Hadjin would improve, it is as if the opposite is happening… there is so much filth and people 
are living like mice…” Clarke blamed the French for the prevailing condition.

In October Rev. Haroutioun Khachadourian and his family arrive and settle in Hadjin. A number of volunteer fighters 
cross to Hadjin too.12 These are allocated a floor in the five-storey Sahag Mesrobian school. In late December 1919 
Sarkis Djebedjian, who was from Cesaria originally and had fought with General Antranik in the Caucasus heading 
a battalion and was to become the commander of the Hadjin Defense forces later on, arrives in Hadjin.

Revival in Hadjin, the Orphanages and the AGBU Orphanage
Notwithstanding the domestic challenges the refugees do their utmost to revitalize their city. On March 29, March 30 
and April 2 respectively the Armenian National Union, the Hadjin Relief Committee and the Conciliatory Court are 
formed, a number of local government officials are replaced by Armenians,13 and on April 27 the Turkish governor 
of Hadjin is replaced by Armenag Kiredjian, who starts his job on May 7. On May 22 those settled in the monastery 
move to their partly restored homes, while sections of the monastery are renovated in anticipation of the arrival of 
10	 Shekherdemian, p. 16.

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the AGBU Damascus orphanage.14 On June 15, 1919 General Mudge,15 the supreme commander of the occupying 
forces in Cilicia, visits Hadjin to check its borders, and Colonel Normand visits on August 8, 1919 to do the same.16 
On September 19 the martyrs of Hadjin during the deportation are commemorated. That same day the refugees 
watch a football game, and the Hadjin Mixed Youth Society organizes activities, including a theater performance, 
with profits to buy shoes for the frontline defendants. On September 6, the French governor of Sis, General Taillardat, 
and Colonel Piépape, head of the civil administration, visit Hadjin for three days.17 On November 1, 1919 the 
British transfer the military and political supervision of Cilicia to the French in accordance with the Sykes-Picot 
agreement,18 while in January Taillardat’s assistant, Colonel Soubi, stays in Hadjin for three days.19

On February 19, Garabed Chalian arrives in Hadjin and replaces Kiredjian20 as governor; by this time three 
orphanages have already started functioning in Hadjin:
1)	 The Near East Relief (NER) orphanage: Its boys’ section was located in Surp Sarkis and functioned as of June. 

The girls’ section was located in the Qerded region. Clarke does not clearly specify the number of orphans in 
these two sections. However, from her few indirect comments we may infer that there were around 200 female 
and at least 60 male orphans living in the orphanage.21 The missionaries had placed a number of orphans with

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their relatives and paid for their services.
2)	 The orphanage of the Mennonites: After retreating from their mountainous positions to the outskirts of Hadjin in 

April 1920, the defendants occupied one of the buildings of this orphanage, which made the complex insecure, 
and the administration relocated the orphans to the NER girls’ orphanage, except some 20 orphans who were 
mixed with the NER boys’ section.

3)	 The AGBU orphanage:
	 In late September-early October 1919 the sixty-six orphans of the AGBU Damascus orphanage,22 the hospital 

and the infirmary and staff arrive in Hadjin.23 They had set off on August 21, and arrived in Tarsus on September 
5. In both Adana and Sis the caravan stops for several days to buy various supplies and equipment for the 
institution, particularly provisions for the winter season. On September 25, 1919 both the orphanage and the 
hospital move on from Sis to Hadjin, while Papazian 24 stays in Sis for a fortnight for the transportation of the 
goods. He succeeds in transporting all but the hospital beds and medicine at the expense of the occupying

The orphanage was to be located in Surp Hagop monastery, which was to the southwest of, and some 30 minutes 
away from Hadjin, at the foot of a 5000-foot-high mountain. The premises had been an orphanage prior to the WWI 
deportation. The hospital was to be located in one of the buildings of the NER missionaries. Both buildings were 
renovated as the AGBU allocated 1700 Egyptian Pounds.27 On September 26 some 50 orphans from Aziziyé join the 
orphanage.  Bishop Saradjian, the ex-prelate of Hadjin, arrives in the city with Hmayag Oughourlian on December 
129 by which time the orphanage has already started functioning with 190 mixed orphans. The Constantinople Relief 
Board had provided the school textbooks. Levon Papazian and his wife, Kevork Baghdoyan (Baghdo), three female 
instructors, a steward, a stock keeper, three night watchmen (two indoors and one outdoors), two cooks, one dining 
room manager, one stitcher (mender), all with very modest salaries, constituted the staff of the orphanage.30 Some 15 
orphans who were older helped the staff. These were taught, fed and sheltered and did minor menial work.
On Sunday, December 14 the official opening of both the AGBU orphanage and hospital is conducted in the presence 
of Kiredjian and his wife, NER orphanage missionaries, Ms. Edith Colde, Mr. and Mrs. Eby, Rev. Khachadourian, 
police Chief Hovhannes Jamgotchian, AGBU honorary member Hagop Kerkiasharian and others. The orphans recite 
and sing, reflecting joy and happiness. Bishop Saradjian, Rev. Khachadourian, Mr. Eby, and Oughourlian speak.31

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The needs of the hospital and orphanage, winter stock, stationery, wood and coal were secured. This prepared them 
against the snow sitting on the mountains, and the health of the orphans was at its best. Col. Taillardat’s promise of 
a monthly allocation of 1600 Turkish pounds to the orphanage materialized in December, and there was hope that 
he would allocate an amount to the hospital as well. On New Year’s Eve the orphans received their gifts rich with 
dried fruit, oranges and an assortment of cakes, at a time when a part of the population, which had become 7000, 
had to live in caves and ditches.

Eventually the orphans become an inseparable part of the sociocultural weave of Hadjin. They sang national songs, 
paraded the streets, and staged performances, which added to the efforts to revive Hadjin.32 Later on, the older 
orphans courageously participated in the defense of the city, carried ammunition and provision to the trenches, 
functioned as messengers,33 while Baghdoyan, the school teacher, trained and taught them flag semaphore. Indeed, 
the AGBU Hadjin institutions addressed very essential needs, and the hospital was a blessing as some 10-15 patients 
were admitted daily. Bishop Saradjian confirmed that thanks to the hospital a great many lives were saved.34

Observing the presence of a large number of unsheltered orphans, the CAB considers enlarging its mission and 
constructing a new building, another AGBU orphanage that is to cater to the unattended and poor orphans of Hadjin, 
Sis, Vahga and Gars Bazar.35 During January and February the CAB votes 9000 Eg. Pounds to start the construction

Chaired by Levon Asadour, the EOCC examined the condition of the orphanages 
under its control and found it necessary to gather orphans 14 and above in a separate orphanage. The number was not negligible: the Mersin orphanage 
had 85, the Dort Yol orphanage had 53 and the Hadjin orphanage had 58 such orphans. In a letter dated December 24, 1919 addressed to CAB 
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of new purpose-built buildings in Hadjin and Dort Yol immediately.36 Through the AGBU Mersin chapter urgent 
medical equipment is rushed to Hadjin and a shelter-workshop is planned there as well. Thus, the Hadjin orphanage 
and hospital were secured with sufficient money and supplies. The orphanage functioned adequately and no cases of 
death were registered until March 15, 1920. During May and June 1920 the AGBU CAB sends 8 chests of outfits to 
the orphanage, and then another 15 bales and 3 chests.37

On January 29, 1920 the traditional blessing of the water is conducted in Hadjin; in March the printing of the first 
issue of the newspaper Nor Hadjin is stopped by an order from Taillardat. During  a seven-month period more than 
100 weddings and over 200 births were registered in Hadjin. In the growing excitement of rebuilding Hadjin, Azniv 
Dadrian, from Buenos Aires, bequeathes her fortune for the building of a school in memory of her husband Deovlet, 
who died during the deportation.38 Nonetheless, due to the deteriorating conditions and growing uncertainty, a high 
ranking delegation (prelate Saradjian, Rev. Khachadourian, Shmavon Posdoyan) accompanied by a few bodyguards39 

secretary Vahan Malezian, the EOCC notes that though these young people were considered to be inappropriate for orphanage life, they were accepted 
simply so as not to leave them to become rogues abandoned on the streets and very likely to rescue them from perdition. The EOCC considered their 
presence in the orphanages “not beneficial” and suggested they should exclude the female orphans, come up with a separate institution for them in a 
center …where they could be sheltered, educated under strict discipline…and taught a craft relevant to their milieu, so that they could enter life with a 
craft in hand.” This initiative, which would greatly ease the administrative tasks of the orphanages and at the same time would prepare the orphans for 
their future, was welcomed by the CAB. The latter, in a letter dated February 9, 1920, noted that it came to a consensus to inaugurate in Adana or in 
some other appropriate location (Hadjin was an option) another special orphanage, where only the Union’s orphans who were between 13 and 16 were 
to be accepted, and alongside the usual education they were to be taught crafts, until a maximum age of 18. The CAB starts to look for an appropriate 
location and buildings through official petitions. Thus, the CAB started working on its fourth orphanage. In parallel it devised the “Order & by-laws” of the 
orphanages, to further regulate and coordinate their governance and functioning and secure their consistency. Next it created a board of managers for 
the orphanages. Already by March 24, 1920 the boards of the AGBU Mersin and Dort Yol orphanages were formed, but there was no news from Hadjin 
yet. Indeed, there was no chance to call for a board for the Hadjin orphanage “due to the political situation in the country.” Later on, an EOCC letter dated 
June 18, 1920 underlined that “for quite some time” there was no news from Hadjin, and there was a chance to relocate its orphanage to Adana.

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head for Sis and Adana on February 22 to raise concerns related to Hadjin and decide on the next steps.

The AGBU‘s growing plans are halted due to the Marash catastrophe, insecurity and the lack of any news about 
the orphanage due to the blockade imposed on Hadjin.40 The CAB sends the following telegram to the French High 
Commissioner in Beirut, General Gouraud, and to the general director in Adana, Col. Brémond: “Considering the 
critical situation of our compatriots, which are confirmed by the latest worrying news, we ask you to order effective 
defensive measures, regarding particularly the AGBU Mersin, Dort Yol and Hadjin orphanages and hospitals.”41

The Siege of Hadjin and the Heroic Defense
Indeed, a difficult year of return, settlement, rebuilding and peaceful life (March 1919-March 1920) abruptly ends 
with news of the Marash catastrophe. Marash was at some 120 miles distance from Hadjin, a four-day walk, and 
the Hadjentsis considered themselves the next target. Soon Hadjin embraced military discipline. Already on July 23, 
1919 the Kemalist nationalist movement had taken decisions about annihilating the minorities and the decimated 
Armenians.42

As of March 3, 1920 the city was transformed into a difficult-to-cross zone. Transportation to and from Sis stopped, 
telegram communications were cut on March 13-15, and the Turks conduct their first attack on Hadjin.43

The Hadjin Self-defense Supreme Council (HSSC) and the Supreme Command (SC) took control.44 Their headquarters, 
40	 «Հայկ. Բարեգ. Ընդհ. Միութեան Կեանքն ու Գործը. Կիլիկիոյ Ահազանգը», [“Life and Tasks of the AGBU.

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with the French flag hoisted, was at the center of the city in the Sahag Mesrobian School next to Surp Asdvadzadzin 
Church. The AGBU hospital/pharmacy was relocated to the the lower floor of the school, which had previously 
been used as a theater hall.45 On March 8 a military parade was conducted. The HSCC divided the mountain 
positions of Hadjin into four: a) Dolamadj/Ij (Kiraz) Oluk (northeast), first battalion, b) Donuz-Seki (northwest), 
second battalion, c) Ghorchughaz/Chayir Belen/Geoynig (southeast), third battalion, d) Chalghan (south-west). 
A 60-member-strong cavalry was formed under the command of Bedros Terzian.46 Other groups were formed, too, 
to help with provisions and to carry on essential occupations 47 and a night curfew was ordered. The inhabitants 
were divided into three groups: a) All able males aged between 16 and 50 (some 600, in contrast to the available 
500 rifles) were called to arms and allocated to defensive positions, alongside offensive and reserve forces, b) 
Those between 8 and 12 were to transport ammunition and messages, c) Old people were to dig trenches and shout 
“hurray” during attacks and critical moments. They were accompanied by unarmed youngsters. The Hadjin women 
and girls were divided into four groups: a) those fighting on the battlefront, b) young brides and teenage girls who 
carried water to the defendants in gugums, c) those serving in the hospital, d) elderly women who baked bread with 
tears in their eyes and said prayers.48

One of the rooms of the headquarters was tramsformed into a tailors’ workshop, another had become an ammunition 
producing workshop, where rifles were repaired, constituents of unexploded shells were used for preparing 
ammunition, and some 500-600 bullets were produced daily.49 The “experts”, headed by the chemist Baghdoyan

from Kharpert, Hampartsum Abdian and Dikran Adjemian produced gunpowder and even tried to make a cannon, 
but failed and instead produced mines and explosives.50

In mid-March the decision was made to take up self-defense rather than retreat. On March 17, a day after the first 
French plane flew over Hadjin, a Turkish ultimatum was received. The second French plane flew over Hadjin on 
March 28 and was followed by heavy fighting. On April 6 and 7 the city pushed back the largest attack yet. Eventually 
the defendants quit their mountain positions. The NER orphanage district fell under Turkish control. In mid-April, 
some 20 to 40 teenaged orphans, who defended their positions under the leadership of their teacher Baghdoyan, 
evacuated the last of the mountain-range trenches, the AGBU orphanage of Surp Hagop monastery, which had come 
under heavy shelling from the cannon situated on mount Kiraz and the Turkish forces, and moved to the city trenches. 
The younger orphans had been relocated much earlier.51

The defendents entrenched themselves at the very edge of Hadjin. Legionnaire Vahan Altounian was appointed 
commander of the western frontline, Qanle Pazar area; the Gelig quarter was commanded by legionnaire Arshag 
Sahagian;52 Qopush Quarter was commanded by Garabed Oghloukian; Megerdich (Meger) Manaseyan commanded 
Yaze Quarter in the south; Giragos Der Giragosian took control of Surp Hagop bridge; and Mesrob Shekherdemian 
commanded the area between Maneskhane and the Surp Sarkis bridge.53 In certain places the fronts were barely 20 
feet apart.54 

On April 15, the Turks propose reconciliation,55 and on April 30 heavily shell the Gelig Quarter. On May 8 the 
50	 During an experiment Baghdoyan was heavily wounded and lost one of his eyes.

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Hadjentsis counterattack with 300 defendants.56 With the newly acquired 105 mm. cannon the Turks resume shelling 
the city, which has already been destroyed. The feast of Ramadan creates havoc among the assailants as the peasants, 
who are the majority of the soldiers, want to celebrate the feast at home. However, the extensive attempts to overrun 
the city through night attacks fail and by the end of May, the 16 large offensives of the Turks have all failed.57 Clarke 
described Hadjin, as “a dead city… sometimes smoke climbs from a roof but with the naked eye and even binoculars, 
you cannot see anything moving. We see the trenches and suppose that people have gone underground like moles”.
On May 25 a messenger, Asadur Sachian, who has miraculously crossed the blockade and reached Hadjin, returns to Sis 
and witnesses its desertion.58 On June 1 the Vahga Armenians are massacred. On June 8-9 in a partial counteroffensive 
the defendants occupy the Qerded orphanage and vacate it after defending it for a few days; they transport all the 
young orphans to Maneskhané as well as the stock.59 On June 18 Djebedjian is injured and cannot leave bed anymore. 
Aram Gaydzag is appointed acting commander. In early July milli chetes appear on the mountains surrounding Hadjin. 
This coincides with the fall of Shar 60 and is followed by the fiercest offensive on Hadjin, which is repelled. In late July 
disagreement between the military and civil authorities in Hadjin has resurfaced. Chalian fails to dissuade the military 
command to transport the population to Adana.61 On August 5-6 the defendants launch their second counteroffensive.62

On August 20, 3 messengers arrive in Hadjin carrying the news that some 1500 volunteers are converging at Akhardja 
(near Adana) to come to the aid of Hadjin.63 In mid-August Chalian once more proposes a retreat to Adana, to no avail.64 
On the night of September 18, the third counteroffensive of the defendants on Roumlou and Guzellim villages results in 
their obtaining a significant stock of food, which, however, is consumed eventually.65 To be sure, the Hadjentsis had no 
shortage of water, but already in July all animals of Hadjin had been butchered and not a single mule, horse, donkey, 
hen, cat or dog was left. Even the few cows left to provide milk for the casualties were butchered. Famine had weakened 
the besieged: “due to eating cooked grass the famished population had lost strength… famine was implementing the 
devilish plan of annihilation.” Even the skins and leather of the animals had been devoured as well as the bark of the 
trees and their leaves too. Indeed, “the means of survival had been exhausted,”66 but strangely enough, according to 
memoires not more than 200 Hadjentsis had been killed.

The Fall of Hadjin and the Massacre. Survivors, Commemorations and Starting Anew
On October 14, scouts coming back from two-day fact finding tours in different places confirm that the assailants 
are preparing for something big. Troops sent to preempt and disrupt the Turkish offensive are uncovered and forced 
to retreat. On Friday, October 15, heavy shelling of the city starts in the morning and continues throughout the 
day. Some of the 200 shells hit the military headquarters; others hit the frontlines, where some 175 defendants are 
killed. The “mouse tunnels” used for military messages are destroyed; the communication network collapses. The 
assailants break through the defensive lines at Qanle Pazar, yet other positions continue fighting.

The panic-stricken population tries to escape towards the south in the direction of Adana, but at the entrance of the 
city machineguns kill in such large numbers that the road becomes unpassable. Some commit suicide. At night the 
Turks reach Surp Asdvadzadzin and throw into the valley the 140 patients of the hospital and the orphans who have 
taken refuge there. Around 1000 Hadjentsis follow Aram Gaydzag’s battalion and head for mount Donouz Seki, 
which is besieged on October 16. Throughout that day it rains non-stop, while at night the butchering of the unarmed 
population and the hunting down of those who ran away to the mountains starts. The AGBU orphans are among 
those killed in Hadjin, as well as the administration of the hospital, Levon Papazian, his wife and daughter.67 Aram 
Gaydzag’s fighters break through the blockade, and after 16 days of skirmishes and fighting some fugitives - 370 in 
total – arrive in Djihan, where they are disarmed. The casualties are taken care of for a month and then sent to Dort 
Yol or Adana.68

In the following days very few survivors arrive in the areas under French control; they raise the total number of 
survivors from Hadjin to some 400.69 Among the survivors are nine orphans from the AGBU orphanage, Garabed and 
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Maneskhane the next night, then to the Surp Yeghia summit and disappears in the forest. A part of the group moves towards Kars Pazar and is martyred, 
while the other group heads for the Atma area, joins Aram Gaydzag’s group and survives (Tatoulian, pp. 24-26). Another group of some 110 escapees 
reaches Sagher Seki and joins Gaydzag’s group. All take refuge in Yaghbasan then cross to Talan and eventually to Djihan (Shekherdemian, pp. 86-97).

Sarkis Chokaklian, Kevork Delanian(?), Yeghia Deovletian, Setrak Ghazarian(?), Aghasi Gharadaghlian, Kevork 
Gizirian, Yeghia Kerbeyekian, Misak Vayedjian, and six staff members, the hospital cook Dikranouhi Aghazarian, 
teacher Aguliné Dertadian, nurses Anna Djengerian and Yeghisapet Varteresian, provisioners Hovsep Keoseyan and 
Hagopos Sexenian. Two or three orphans from the NER orphanage survive too.70

In response to the fall of the Cilician Armenian outpost Hadjin the AGBU Cairo leadership declared January 7, 
1921 a day of mourning for all AGBU units and institutions. That day memorial services are conducted in memory 
of “brutally slaughtered Hadjin and its adored orphans”.71 After the mourning service the AGBU CAB issues the 
following telegram: “The AGBU Central Committee Meeting and the Education and Orphancare Committee in 
an official requiem mass, which took place today simultaneously in Cairo and everywhere in the institutions and 
chapters of the Union in memory of the martyrdom of the Hadjin orphanage, mourn the tragic end of their beloved 
orphans and a large number of conationals, who were brutally massacred by Turks, and consider this barbaric crime 
a sign of contempt thrown in the face of the civilized world, which was indifferent to the sorrowful calls of besieged 
Hadjin and became the merciless witness of the annihilation of 10,000 orphans, women and old people after an 
eight-month-long epic defense.”72

In order to preserve the memory of ancestral Hadjin, the surviving Hadjentsis, as well as those who had not returned 
to their birthplace after the armistice (some 1000 families in total),73 launched the Hadjin periodical in Marseille 
in 1928. In 1931 they founded the Nor Hadjin residential quarter at the northern outlet of Beirut, in 1930-31 they 
established the Nor Hadjin quarter in Noubarashen, a suburb of Yerevan, and in November 1958 the Armenian

The memory of the martyrdom of Hadjin continues to be cherished today, as well, by the descendants of those who 
were born in Hadjin and by various chapters of the Compatriotic Union of Hadjin, who conduct an annual requiem 
mass and djidabour/madagh ceremonies.75 There is also the wonderful memorial museum erected in Nor Hadjin in 
Armenia.

THE AGBU HADJIN ORPHANAGE
We discovered the AGBU Hadjin Orphanage Register in the AGBU Cairo archives. The register has more than 200 
numbered pages. On page 2, Onnig Mahdesian has left the following explanatory note:

-	 The Hadjin orphanage was launched in Octiober 1919, after the arrival of the 66 orphans from Damascus 76  
accompanied by the director Mr. Levon Papazian. The number of orphans has increased to 212 in Hadjin.

-	 The Blockade of Hadjin started in early 1920, and the heroic defense of the locals was shattered on October 15. 
The city was destroyed, and the population faced annihilation, with only a few lucky enough to escape. Among 
those were a few orphans who, after arriving in Dort Yol, were accepted in the orphanage.
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Pages 1 to 181 are related to the AGBU Hadjin orphanage and orphans. On pages 3 to 108 the data of 212 orphans 
of Hadjin are registered. On the following pages the names of the orphans are listed in different categories. On pages 
130 to 168 similar data of the orphans of Mersin orphanage (numbered 537 to 599) are given.

On each page of the register the following data of two orphans are handwritten: name and family name, age, father’s 
and mother’s names, date of entry to the orphanage, denomination, birthplace, exile destination, data on the parents 
and relatives, the name of the financial sponsor, the date of the orphan’s departure from the orphanage and other 
circumstancial notes. A 3x4 cm. black and white picture of the orphan is attached next to these data.77  The orphans 
are photographed in groups. Each group has at least three rows, and each row has at least three orphans standing 
next to each other; then each orphan’s photo has been cropped. 

Unlike the register this album gives the names of the orphans in alphabetical order, opens up the abbreviations, adds 
some minor explanations and corrects a number of location mistakes.

The following profile of the AGBU Hadjin orphanage and its orphan population is based on data collected from the 
register.

The Age of the Orphans on Their Entry into the Orphanage
The core of the orphans were those who were aged 10 to 15. These were 148 and constituted 70.43% of the orphan 
population.

Date of the Acceptance of the Orphans and their Number
We could not pinpoint the startingdate of the orphanage in Damascus. Based on the register data, its birth could 
have had an embryonic nature. The first registration date is January 5, 1918, when Damascus was still under 
Ottoman control. Throughout 1918 only during the months of September and October are new orphans accepted, 
while throughout 1919 orphans are accepted between January 3 and December 20.

Brief Profile of the Orphans
According to the data of the register, both parents of 123 orphans had been killed, the fathers of 46 other orphans 
had been killed, and the mothers of 9 other orphans had been killed. The mother of 11 orphans had remarried, while 
5 others had been kidnapped/Turkified. 6 fathers of the orphans were in the USA.

47 orphans had no relatives at all; another 48 had a sister or a brother; another 24 had paternal kin; another 13 
had maternal kin. 10 orphans had no knowledge of their kin, and another 23 had disabled relatives. 5 of the orphans 
did not know their birthplace.

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Financial Sponsors of the Orphans
The AGBU had been successful in mobilizing a significant number of well-to-do Armenians living abroad. Bearing 
the financial sponsorship of the orphans, these philanthropists supported the AGBU orphancaring mission. 141 of 
the AGBU Hadjin orphans had financial sponsors. 70 orphans were supported by individuals and 71 by societies, 
organizations and chapters. In order to be financially supportive each sponsor donated 20 British pounds annually 
or 60$ (1200 Francs at the Nov.-Dec. 1920 rate). Due to increasing expenses the amount was doubled the next year.79

Post Scriptum

The return of the decimated Hadjentsis to Hadjin, the one-year-long heroic efforts of reconstructing their home and 
birthplace, the investments made for the AGBU orphanage, the heroic defense of Hadjin… in a nutshell, the painful 
post-Genocide resurrection of Hadjin is one facet of the huge effort that the ruined and deserted Armenian nation 
made. It reflects the belief of the nation in its vision of resurrection and provides many inspiring reflections.
